Ireland has begun to divert material from the few remaining landfills due to their limited capacity, 
poor standard and the subsequent acceptance restrictions. 

The waste infrastructure in Ireland required to deal with this waste will take a number of years 

to develop. In the meantime, we have secured capacity in a number of suitable treatment facilities 
on the continent to deal with this waste including special landfill and incineration with energy recovery. 

We are currently exporting material for waste collectors and large producers which was previously 

landfilled in Ireland. For all waste leaving site we provide the appropriate licence, bonding, documen- 
tation, logistics and we notify all relevant Authorities of the collection and delivery of the waste. 
To complete our service we arrange for our customers to receive all of the necessary certificates of 
recovery/treatment or disposal. 

Integrated Waste Management 

Diminishing landfill capacity, spiralling disposal costs and a shift in government waste policy 
have encouraged the development of other forms of waste management technologies such as 
recycling, composting, digestion and incineration with energy recovery. Used collectively, these 

technologies form a modern integrated Waste Management System. 

Integrated waste management is the overall term used to describe a system of dealing with 
waste materials, which focuses more on regeneration than disposal. In an integrated approach, 

a number of systems are put into place with a view to recovering much of the waste we 
currently dispose of and turning it into a new resource.
