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INTRODUCTION

This introduction is not part of the licence and does not purport to be a legal interpretation of the
licence.

This licence sets out the conditions for the operation of a Materials Recovery Facility for non-
hazardous waste located at Millennium Business Park, Cappagh Road, Grange, Dublin 11.

The licence limits the total quantity of waste to be accepted at the facility to 100,000 tonnes per annum,
comprising 50,000 tonnes of construction & demolition waste and 50,000 tonnes of dry recyclable
waste. Construction and demolition waste will be mechanically and manually separated into various
grades of aggregates, soils, metal and timber for re-use. Dry recyclable waste will be mechanically and
manually segregated into paper, card, metals and plastics and baled/compacted prior to removal off-site
for recovery.

The licence authorises waste acceptance at the facility on a 24-hour basis, Monday to Sunday, inclusive
of Public Holidays. Waste processing (sorting, mixing, etc.) is limited to 07:00 to 22:00 Monday to
Saturday inclusive.

The licensee must manage and operate the facility to ensure that the activities do not cause
environmental pollution. The licensee is required to carry out regular environmental monitoring and
submit all monitoring results, and a wide range of reports on the operation and management of the
facility, to the Agency.

The licence sets out in detail the conditions under which Padraic Thornton Waste Disposal Limited
(trading as Thorntons Recycling} will operate and manage this facility.

The facility manager or a nominated, suitably qualified and experienced
deputy shall be present on the facility at all times during its operation or as otherwise
required by the Agency.

2.1.2  Prior to the acceptance of waste at the facility, the licensee shall ensure that
personnel performing specifically assigned tasks shall be qualified on the basis of
appropriate education, training and experience as required and shall be aware of the
requirements of this licence. In addition, the facility manager and his/her deputy
shall successfully complete FAS waste management training programme or
equivalent agreed by the Agency.

The plan
shall be replaced as material changes to the facility are made.

The licensee shall install on all emission points such sampling points or equipment, including

.. any data-logging or other electronic communication equipment, as may be required by the
" Agency. All such equipment shall be consistent with the safe operation of all sampling and

monitoring systems.

The licensee shall clearlﬂf label and provide safe and permanent access to all on-site sampling
and monitoring points and to off-site points as required by the Agency.

Tank, Container and Drum Storage Areas

3.5.1 All tank, container and drum storage areas shall be rendered impervious to the
materials stored therein. Bunds shall be designed having regard to Agency
guidelines ‘Storage and Transfer of Materials for Scheduled Activities” (2004).

3.5.2  All tank and drum storage areas shall, as a minimum, be bunded, either locally or
remotely, to a volume not less than the greater of the following:

(i) 110% of the capacity of the largest tank or drum within the bunded area; or

(ii) 25% of the total volume of substance that could be stored within the bunded
area.

3.5.3  All drainage from bunded areas shall be treated as hazardous waste unless it can be
demonstrated to be otherwise. All drainage from bunded areas shall be diverted for
collection and safe disposal.

3.54  All inlets, outlets, vent pipes, valves and gauges must be within the bunded area.

3.5.5  All tanks, containers and drums shall be labelled to clearly indicate their contents.

The licensee shall have in storage an adequate supply of containment booms and/or suitable
absorbent material to contain and absorb any spillage at the facility. Once used, the absorbent
material shall be disposed of at an appropriate facility.

The licensee shall install and maintain silt traps and oil separators at the facility to ensure that
all storm water and trade effluent discharges from the facility pass through a silt trap
and oil separator in advance of discharge. The separators shall be Class I full retention
separators and the silt traps and separators shall be in accordance with 1.S. EN-858-2: 2008
(separator systems for light liquids). '

Fire-water Retention

3.8.1  Prior to the acceptance of waste at the facility, the licensee shall install a fire-
water retention facility to prevent the release of contaminated fire-water from
the site.

3.8.2  Prior to the acceptance of waste at the facility, the licensee shall prepare and
implement, with the agreement of the Agency, a suitable fire-water retention
risk management programme.

3.83 The licensee shall have regard to the Environmental Protection Agency Draft
Guidance Note to Industry on the Requirements for Fire-Water Retention Facilities
when implementing Conditions 3.8.1 & 3.8.2 above. '

In advance of the commencement of waste activities, all pumps sumps and storage tanks from
which spillage of environmentally significant materials might occur in such quantities as are
likely to breach local or remote containment or separators, shall be fitted with high liquid level
alarms (or oil detectors as appropriate).

The provision of a catchment system to collect any leaks from flanges and valves of all over-
ground pipes used to transport material other than water shall be examined. This shall be
incorporated into a Schedule of Environmental Objectives and Targets set out in Condition
2.2.2.2. of this licence for the reduction in fugitive emissions.

All wellheads shall be adequately protected to prevent contamination or physical damage
within three months from the date of grant of this licence.

In advance of the commencement of waste activities, the licensee shall install in a prominent
location on the site a wind sock, or other wind direction indicator, which shall be visible from
the public roadway outside the site.

Facility Security .

3.13.1 Security fencing and gates shall be installed and maintained. The base of the fencing
shall be set in the ground.

3.13.2 The licensee shall install a CCTV system which records all truck movement into and
out of the facility; the CCTV system shall be operated at all times and copies of
recording kept on site and made available to the Agency on request.

3.133 Gates shall be locked shut when the facility is unsupervised.
3.134 The licensee shall remedy any defect in the gates and/or fencing as follows:
(1) A temporary repair shall be made by the end of the working day; and

(ii) A repair to the standard of the original gates and/or fencing shall be
undertaken within three working days.

3.14.1 Effective site roads shall be provided and maintained to ensure the safe and nuisance-
free movement of vehicles within the facility.

The office shall be
constructed and maintained in a manner suitable for the processing and storing of
documentation.

3.15.2 The licensee shall provide and maintain a working telephone and a method for
electronic transfer of information at the facility.

Waste Inspection and Quarantine Areas

3.16.1 A Waste Inspection Area and a Waste Quarantine Area shall be provided and
maintained at the facility.

3.16.2 These areas shall be constructed and maintained in a manner suitable, and be of a size
appropriate, for the inspection of waste and subsequent quarantine if required. The
waste inspection area and the waste quarantine area shall be clearly identified and
segregated from each other.

3.16.3 Drainage from these areas shall be directed to the foul sewer drainage system.
Weighbridge & Truck Wash '

3.17.1 The licensee shall provide and maintain a functioning weighbridge at the
facility. The tonnages of all waste deliveries to, and dispatches from, the
facilities should be recorded by the weighbridge system (See also condition
11.11).

3.17.2 The licensee shall provide a truck wash at the facility and any drainage from this area
shall be directed to the foul sewer drainage system.

3.17.3 The truck wash shall be inspected on a daily basis and drained as required. Silt,
stones and other accumulated material shall be removed as required and disposed of
appropriately.

Waste handling, ventilation and processing plant

3.18.1 TItems of plant deemed critical to the efficient and adequate processing of waste at the
facility (including inter alia waste-loading vehicles and ejector trailers) shall be
provided on the following basis:

() 100% duty capacity;
(i)  20% standby capacity available on a routine basis; and

(iii) Provision of contingency arrangements and/or backup and spares in the case of
breakdown of critical equipment.

3.18.2 The licensee shall, in advance of the commencement of waste activities, provide a
report for the agreement of the Agency detailing the duty and standby capacity in
tonnes per day, of all waste handling and processing equipment to be used at the
facility. These capacities shall be based on the licensed waste intake, as per Schedule
A: Limitations, of this licence.

3.18.3 The quantity of waste to be accepted at the facility on a daily basis shall not exceed
the duty capacity of the equipment at the facility. Any exceedance of this intake shall
be treated as an incident.

Dust and Odour Control

3.19.1 The licensee shall, in advance of the commencement of waste activities, install and
provide adequate measures for the control of odours and dust emissions, including
fugitive dust emissions, from the facility.

3.19.2 Dust curtains (or equivalent approved by the Agency) shall be maintained on the
entry/exit points from the materials recovery building; all other doors in this building
shall be kept closed where possible.

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3.19.3 Dust collection and filtration shall be placed on waste processing equipment that
has the potential to generate dust. Air extracted from the processing equipment
shall be conveyed to atmosphere via a bag filtration system.

3.19.4 Provision of 100% duty capacity and 20% standby capacity, backups and spares must
be provided for any air handling, ventilation and abatement plant.

320  Specified Engineering Works

3.20.1 The licensee shall submit proposals for all Specified Engineering Works, as defined
in Schedule D: Specified Engineering Works, of this licence, to the Agency for its
agreement at least two months in advance of the intended date of commencement of
any such works.
