Having examined the documentation submitted, I am to advise
that the Agency is of the view that the documentation does not comply with Regulation 16 of
the Waste Water Discharge (Authorisation} Regulations 2007,

You are therefore requested, in accordance with Regulation 18(3)(b) of the regutations, to take
the steps to supply the information detatled below:
