This waste licence relates to the operation of an inert waste recovery facility at The Quarry, Grannagh, 
Kilmacow, County Kilkenny by Crystalhill Inns Limited trading as CHI Environmental. The principal 
activity is backfill of an exhausted quarry void using imported natural soil and stone. The total amount 

. of material to be used to backfill the quarry is 550,000 tonnes. The licensee is also proposing to 
;, produce secondary aggrcgate for resale from inert construction and demolition waste that will be 
i imported to the facility. 

I '  The licence requires the development and implementation of waste acceptance criteria and inspection 
1 procedures to ensure that only suitable soil and stone is used for back fill. The licence specifies a 

number of environmental controls in order to minimise the risk of environmental pollution and 
nuisance to the public arising from the activities at the facility. The environmental monitoring 
requirements include monitoring of emissions to surface water, groundwater quality, and ambient dust 
and noise.

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Decision & Reasons for the Decision 

The Environmental Protection Agency is satisfied, on the basis of the information available, that 
subject to compliance with the conditions of this licence, any emissions from the activities will comply 
with and will not contravene any of the requirements of Section 40(4) of the Waste Management Act 
1996 as amended. 

The Agency also considers that the activities will not adversely affect the intcgrity of any European 
1 site, and has decided to impose conditions for the purposes of ensuring they do not do so. It has
